Part One: Diagonal Thinking Test (40 minutes)
Why?

The diagonal thinking test is a cocktail of psychometric measures which identify the linear and lateral thinking styles, and personality traits that have been proven to be characteristic of people who do well in the PR and advertising business.

A. Lateral Thinking Question


You are managing director of a small but successful fashion business aimed at professional people within Nigeria with above average incomes. Your clothing is priced generally around 80% higher than your nearest competitor, but sells well to its market as it is seen as unique in design, high quality and Nigeria made. You are deciding whether to expand your target market or to re-brand to make your business even bigger and better.

List as many factors and issues you would need to take into account making this decision 

and explain the dynamics of each factor.


B. Linear Thinking Question


Should all Nigeria householders be fined for not paying appropriate taxes due to government especially since infrastructure and public amenities which are funded by tax-payers money are failing? Give reasons for either a yes or no answer.

Part Two: Creativity Test (40 minutes)
Why?

This is to test your creativity and problem-solving ability. Please use the clues to inspire your own creativity in writing historic or mystery fiction. 
You are a mystery writer working on a story about a scribe and music composer prodigy, Aremo, who lives and works in Ile-Ife (an Alarinjo Town), near Ede, during the Agbekoya war of 1805, in the time Alafin Abiodun visited. 
Aremo’s father, Adimula, has unending adventures trying to track down his gifted musical prodigy child, Aremo, with a golden scholarship to study musical performance at nearby Ede. Aremo, son of a Tapa prince, is the young, adopted son of the famous Actor, Ologbenla Adimula. 
Surrounding the area is a Groove known historically for its thriving Alarinjo theatre groups. In Adimula’s gentle hands, the Alarinjo adherents sing opera as they stand on the rooftops of Yam barns in the midst of harmattan haze. It’s December when the Egugun festival is celebrated in Ile-Ife and surrounding villages. The Kingdom has just fallen back again under Oyo rule.

When music prodigy, Aremo mysteriously disappears from his music tutor, Timi, to far away Lanlate when he was supposed to be studying music with that tutor in Ede, there was pandemonium in Ile-Ife. 

You--as the mystery writer and scribe are in a race against time to save Aremo’s teenaged fiancée, Moremi, from being forced into an unwilling marriage with Aremo’s first childhood music tutor and male nanny, Ajase of the Alarinjo Groove. Ajase told Aremo’s father that his son, probably murdered by forest bandits, has been buried in Lanlate on lands owned by the music tutor from Ede who has fled to his family in Lanlate. 

You are hired as the scribe and investigator, much like an early investigative journalist who must follow clues and solve the mystery for Aremo’s step father, Ologbenla Adimula. But there is another famous actor in town. Your ‘avatar’ name is Iyalode.

It is Ajase, who owns a competing traveling theatre. Both Adimula and Ajase are wealthy actors and land owners who compete in their Alarinjo acts, and both own equally prosperous traveling theatres. Ajase is determined to become the greatest actor of them all in his traveling theatre by marrying the wealthy Moremi…
Question: Write an end to this story, using your own style and imagination, in not more than two pages.

Clues
The leading character is Alafin Abiodun’s greatest enemy, a wise, older woman, Iyalode, the scribe and sorcerer who knows exactly  what to do to unite Ile-Ife and reclaim the Kingdom from Oyo. Iyalode, the scribe and sorcerer is rightly named after Iyalode Adekunbi, a sorcerer (who took a new name, Aniwura) of the land now called Ebaodan. You are now Iyalode.

As a leading character, Iyalode is a woman of 1805 fortunate enough to have inherited wealth from an ancestral line of sorcerers. She grew up as a friend to the Adimula extended family. This character, Iyalode, is your alter ego and takes on your own personality.  
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
